EYFS Comparing Numbers — Guidance for Parents/Carers

Activity Outcomes

. In this activity, your child will practise number recognition, recognising how to represent numbers in different ways, partitioning and simple addition skills.
. They will also develop co-operation skills, such as turn taking.

Setting up

What you will need

. A board game (any game that requires counting)

. Counters

. Dice

Activity Guide

. Set up the board game with counters and a dice.

. Either with a sibling, or an adult, children to take turns to roll the dice and move the counter to the correct space in the game.

. Ask your child to recognise the number they have rolled on the dice and the number they have moved their counter fo.

. As the game progresses, help children to recognise simple addition by exploring a number being added every fime the dice is rolled.

Questions you could ask your child during the activity
. What number can you see?¢

. If you started on 3, and rolled a 3 on your dice, what number will you land on?
. What number is bigger/smallere

. What number comes before/after?
